# Requires approval of Scholastic Standards Committee

Tests may not be repeated to improve a grade.  Students taking a test after the scheduled test time MUST be given an alternative test.  For successful completion of a course, a minimum composite test score of 78% (total of objective and non-objective percentage scores) and clinical and lab performance grades (as applicable) of Pass “P” are necessary.

A cumulative grade point average (CGPA) of 2.5 is required for graduation and awarding of an ADN or BSN Degree. 

Only one repeat of a course within the curriculum may be attempted.  A second failure of the same or a different course will result in dismissal from the program.  

Students not obtaining a grade of “C+” or better must repeat the course and maintain this minimum academic standard in order to continue at Denver School of Nursing and to be eligible for graduation. A grade of ‘C,’ ‘D’ or ‘F’ is considered not-passing.
