Here are some helpful tips for Guest Pinners:
DSN would ask that your guest pinner arrive no later than 9:30 am.  
Guest Pinners are seated together in the front row of the auditorium. Please look for Stephen Wright, our Director of Career Services, who will seat you in order of your graduates pinning.

*TIP:  It is helpful to all the ushers from DSN if your guest pinner is wearing a small corsage or boutonniere as a “sign” and can easily be directed accordingly.
*During the actual pinning ceremony,  the graduate’s name is called and both the guest pinner and graduate meet mid-way on stage to complete the pinning.  Professional pictures are taken as both pose with either the Dean of Nursing or the President.

*Guest Pinners are then free to sit anywhere in the auditorium for the duration of the ceremony. (although most opt to remain in the front row.)
