Please use your mydsn
email account.

2. Click on the “Create a New Account” link; enter your Social Security Number, First
Name, Last Name, City of Birth, Birth Mother’s Maiden Name and First Pet's Name, then
click “Next.”

3. The Portal will confirm your email address (based on the email address on file at
school); assign you a Portal user name and allow you to select a password.

4, You will receive an email including a link that you must click on to authenticate your

account.
